· Received a grant from the State of Minnesota for ambulance service for $65,112.67
· Administration and paid on call personal wages increased 4%.
Park Department – Dave is concerned on the climbing rope, he doesn’t know if it will fit at Sather Park, we might have to put it up at City Hall. Mike will be holding a meeting early spring.
