An individual who is selected as an election judge may be absent from their place of work for the purpose of serving as an election judge without penalty if they notify their employer in writing at least 20 days prior to each election. (M.S.204B.195)

Under the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act (MN Stat §13.43, your name, address, telephone number, party affiliation, and personal email are private data during the application process. If you are selected, your name will be public data; your address, telephone number, party affiliation, and personal email will be private data.
